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Highly Qualified Evaluators:

1. Receive training before attempting to evaluate a teacher using the HOUSSE.

2. Prepare for an evaluation by reviewing the documents and the evaluation process prior to the evaluation interview.

3. Keep information confidential.

4. Excuse themselves from assignments if there is a conflict of interest.

5. Willingly agree to participate when an opportunity for evaluation comes their way.

6. Keep the evaluation interview relaxed, but professional.

7. Complete the required documentation correctly before leaving the interview (or observation) setting and return it in a timely manner to the LEA Contact Person.
